Slow

As soft as possible — almost inaudible

"Pop" Tonguing

As short as possible — just "pop" the front end — like a bubble!

Keep the airway open between notes — stay inflated
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Comp. — Arban*
Arr. — Roy Main
Meddling — Bob Sanders
